2006 (No. 17 of 2006), hereby make the following Regulations:

Citation
1. These Regulations may be cited as the Health (Repayment Scheme)

(Change of Applicant by Reason of Death of Relevant Person) Regulations
2007.

Interpretation
2. In these Regulations—

“application” means an application under section 5(1) of the Act;

“Act” means the Health (Repayment Scheme) Act 2006.

Change of applicant by reason of death of relevant person
3. Where a relevant person to whom an application relates dies before the

application is determined under section 6 of the Act, then a connected person
who falls within paragraph (f) of the definition of “connected person” in section
2 of the Act may, in his or her capacity as such a connected person and without
there being any renewed or subsequent application, be treated for all purposes
(including the acceptance of a prescribed repayment or an appeal under section
16 of the Act) as the applicant (or as one of the applicants) in respect of the
application.

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EXPLANATORY MEMORANDUM

scheme where the relevant person dies prior to the application being deter-
mined, a connected person under section (f) of the Act is considered an appli-
cant for the purpose of that application. (See the definition of “connected
person” in section 2 of that Act).
