Thus, it feems to be fettled, that an infolvemt perfon, who is not in the terms
of either of the bankrupt ftatutes, has it in his power to do juftice to all his credi-
tors, by dividing his effets equally among them ; and, as it was never intended,
by either of the bankrupt ftatutes, to bar the exercife of this equitable power, it
is probable, when the principles of equity are better underftood than at prefent,
that the Court will {fuftain every difpofition of this kind, even though made by a
