Citation, commencement and cessation

1. This Order may be cited as the A85 (Main StreegtiMen) (Temporary Prohibition of
Waiting, Loading and Unloading) Order 2013, conmés force on 1st February 2013 and ceases
to have effect at midnight on 30th April 2013.

Temporary Prohibition

2. No person may use, or permit the use of, any leldcwait, load or unload on the length of
road, or a part or parts of the length of roadcHieel in the Schedule when a prohibition is
identified as applying to that length of road, guaat or parts of that length of road, by means of
one or more of the traffic signs prescribed in Démgs 636 and 636.1 of the Traffic Signs
Regulations 2002.

Exemptions

(a) anything done with the permission or upon the dioecof a police constable in uniform;
or

(b) a vehicle while being used in an emergency for lfirgade, coastguard, ambulance or
police purposes or a vehicle being used for cagrgiat the works.
