32C.-(1) Where in any such proceedings as are 
mentioned in section 32A(1) of this Act any grand- 
parent of the child or young person in respect of

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(2) Without prejudice to the generality of subsection (1) above 
rules of court may make provision with respect to the procedure 
in any proceedings to which a parent or guardian becomes a 
party by virtue of an order under section 32A of the Children 
and Young Persons Act 1969 or a grandparent becomes a party 
under section 32C of that Act. 

5.-(1) Section 1 above shall come into force on such date as 
the Secretary of State may by order made by statutory instru- 
ment appoint. 

(2) Sections 2 and 3 above shall come into force on such date as 
the Lord Chancellor may by order made by statutory instrument 
appoint and different dates may be appointed for different pro- 
visions. 

6. No provision of this Act shall have effect in relation to any 
proceedings which were commenced before the commencement 
of that provision. 

7. This Act shall, in its application to the Isles of Scilly, have 
effect subject to such exceptions, adaptions and modifications 
as the Secretary of State may by order prescribe.
