Him Britannic Majesty's Gu-
veruuteut and the Government
of the lireuolt Ilepublic being
desirous to secure, from the
Tat April, 1900, the telegraphic
relations between the two cuur-
tries, the Undersigned, duly
authorized to that effect, have
agreed as fullo\vs:--

ARTICLE 1.

The charge for ordinary tele-
gr:uns exchanged directly be-
tween the United Kingdom of
Great Britain and Ireland and
the Channel Islands, on the one
hand, and France (Continent
and Corsica), on the other hand,
is fixed at 0 fr. 20 (twenty
centimes) per word, with a
minimum of 1 franc (one franc)
per telegram.

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ARTICLE 11.

The charges relating to the
number of words transmitted,
collected by either country for
the direct traffic (limitrophe),
the amounts paid for the lease
of wires between an English
011icc and a French 01fice and
the charges relating to the
transit over the Auglo•Freuch
cables of other than direct
traffic (nor-liutitrophe) shall-he
divided equally between the
two countries. Nevertheless,
in the case of leases granted to
Cable Companies, each Ad-
ministration shall retain the
charge relating to the. land
section on its own territory;
the charge relating to the sub-
marine section only shall be
divided between the two coun-
tries.

The other charges collected
for Anglo-French telegrams are
assigned to the Administration
of origin or to the Administra-
tion of destination according to
the provisions concerning the
European system inserted in
the International Telegraph
Service Regulations.

ARTICLE' 111.

The charges relating to the
submarine transit over the
Anglo-French cables of other
than direct traffic (non-lizni-
troplne) shall continue to be
collected according to the
amount fixed by the inter-
national Conventions in force.

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ARTICLE AT

The submarine cables used
for the transmission of the
Anglo-Frencli traffic between
the United Kingdom and the
Chancel Islands, on the one
hand, and France, on the other
hand, are the common property
of both countries.

The maintenance of these
cables, as also the laying and
maintenance of new cables,
shall be governed by the con-
ditions laid down in special
aurangcments concluded be-
tween the British and the
French Administrations on the
basis of a joint ownership of the

present Convention.

ARTICLE X.

The British and French
0overnnents undertake respec-
tively not to grant, otherwise
than by mutual agreement, in
favour either of a Company or
of a private individual, any con-
cession for telegraphic connmu-
nication between the two coun-
tries, whatever may be the sys-
tem employed to effect the
eons mnication.

AR'TiCLE \1.

The present Convention is
concluded for a term of ten

years from the 1st April, 1900 ;
