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CONVENTION BETWEEN THE UNITED

KINGDOI'I AND BELGIUM REGULATING

TELEPHONIC COMMUNICATION BETWEEN

THE UNITED KINGDOM AND BELGIUM.

Signed at Brussels, November 21, 1902.

HIS Majesty the King of the
United Kingdom of Great Bri-
tain and Ireland and of the
British Dominions beyond the
Seas, Emperor of India, and His
Majesty the King of the Bel-
hians, being desirous of regu-
]ating the service of telephonic
cinnuumication between the
United Kingdom and Belgium,
and availing themselves of the
power granted them under Ar-
ticle XVII of the International
Telegraph Convention signed on
the 10th (22nd) July, 1875, at
St. 1'etersburgh, have resolved
to conclude a Convention for
this purpose, and have named
as their Plenipotentiaries:

His Britannic Majesty, Sir
Constantine Phipps, Knight

His Majesty the King of the
Belgians, the Baron de Favereau,
Knight of his Order of Leopold,
Member of the Senate, his
Minister of Foreign Affairs ;
Who, after having comnmmni-

cated to each other their respec-
tive full- powers, found in good
and due form, have agreed upon
the following Articles:-

ARTICLE I.

A service of correspondence
by telephone shall be established
and maintained between the
United Kingdom and Belgium
by the Telegraph Administra-
tions of the two countries.

ARTICLE II.

For this service there shall
be used a submarine cable, con-
taining four wires, which has
been laid between the English
and.Belgian coasts at the joint,
expense of the two Administra-
tions, and land wires to be
established by each Administra-
tion on its own territory at its
own cost.

The diameter, conductivity,
and insulation of the wires shall
be adapted to the conditions of
the service.

The wires shall be main-
tained in the highest state of
efficiency, and shall be so
arranged as to avoid, as far as
possible, the effects of induc-
tion.

Each Administration shall
maintain the land wires on its
own territory at its own cost.

ARTICLE I.

On service de correspondance
te'lyphonique sera etabli et ex-

ARTICLE IT.

Pour cc service it sera fait
usage d'un cable sous-nnarin,
contenant quatre conducteurs,
qui a et6 dtablis h frais com-
muns entre da cote Anglaise of
la eOte Belgo, of de If Is terrestres,
qui seront pose's par chaque Ad-
ministration, s ses frais, sur son
propre territoire.

vice.

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The Itritish Administration
shall maintain the submarine
cable, and the cost of main-
tenance shall be divided equally
between the two Administra-
tions.

ARTICLE III.

The circuits specially allo-
cateit to the telephone service
shall be exclusively reserved for
that service, unless it contrary
course shall be deemed ad-
visable by the two Administra-
tions.

ARTICLE IV.

The telephone circuits shall
terminate in central offices,
which shall establish communi-
cation, as the case may be, with
public offices , or with ollices of
subscribers to the telephone
service authorized for that pur-
pose by each of the two Ad-
ministrations.

ARTICLE V.

The unit adopted both for the
collection of charges and the
duration of conversations shall
be an indivisible period of three
minutes.
Not more than two consecu-

tive conversations of three
minutes each shall lie accorded
to the same correspondents ex-
cept when no other application
has been made either before or
during such conversation.

ARTICLE VI.

Communications of the State
shall enjoy the priority accorded
to State telexams by the In-
terhational Telegraph Conven-

ARTICLE III.

50 c. for conversations

originating in, or destined for,

any telephonic centre in Ena

land or Wales which can com-

municate with any telephonic

centre in Belgium.

For Belgium :

4 fr. 50 c. for conversations
originating in, or destined for,
any telephonic centre in Bel-

T ile charge shall be paid by
the person who asks for the
communication.

ARTICLE V1II.

The two Administrations shall
determine by mutual agrec-
nnent the telephone offices ad-
mitted to the service, the cir-
cuits to be used for inter-
national communication, and'
the hours during which the ser-
vice shall he open.

ARTICLE IX.

The receipts from the tele-
phonic service shall form the
subject on the part of each
Administration of a special ac-

ARTICLE VII.

ARTICLE X. ARTICLE X.

After agreement, each of the
two Administrations shall be
at liberty to establish tele-
phonic relations with another
country through the telephonic
system of the other Administra-
tion.

ARTICLE X[.

Conversations at night shall
be permitted wider a system of
subscriptions.

The mininuua duration of
each conversation by subscrip-
tion shall be twice the unit of
conversation, and the rate for
each conversation shall be half
the rate provided for by Ar-
ticle VII.

The Administrations shall fix,
by mutual agreement, the hours
during which this service shall
be permitted.

ARTICLE XII.

By virtue of Article VIII of
the International Telegraph
Convention of St..Petersburgh,
each of the Contracting parties
reserves to itself the right
to suspend, totally or par-
tially, the telephonic service,
without being liable to any
indemnity.

ARTICLE XIII.

The two Administrations shall
not be subject to any responsi-
bility on account of the service
of private correspondence by
telephone.

The provisions of the present
Convention shall be completed
by service regulations, which
shall be drawn up by mutual
agreement by the two Adminis-
trations.

The present Convention shall
take effect on a date to be fixed
by mutual agreement by the
two Administrations.

After remaining in force for
one year,.it may be revised at
any time on the demand of
either of the Contracting Parties.

In witness whereof the re-
spective Plenipotentiaries have
signed the present Convention
and have affixed thereto their
seals.
