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ARTICLE 1.

The provisions of Section III
of Part N of the Treaty of Ver-
sailles of the 28th June, 1919, so
far as they relate to enemy dehtg,
shall apply, subject to the pro-
visions of the present Conven-
tion, to French nationals resident
within the United Kingdom,

Canada, New Zealand, New-
foundland and India, British
Colonies not possessing respon-
sible Government and British
Protectorates (with the exception
of Egypt) in the same way and
under the same conditions as to
British nationals residing within
those territories.

ARTICLE 2.

Siwilarly the provisions of
Section III of Part N of the
'T'reaty of Versailles of the 28th
June, 1919, so far as thev relate
to enemy debts, shall apply,
subject to the provisions of the
present Convention, to British
nationals resident in France
(including Alsace and Lorraine).
Algeria, French Colonies and
Protectorates in the same way
and under the same conditions as
to French nationals residing
within these territories.

Difficulties arising in the appli-
cation of the present Convention
shall be settled by direct agree-
ment between the Controllers of

the two Clearing Offices. In case
of disagreement the difficulty will

be submitted to arbitration.

ARTICLE,6.

This Convention, when duly
ratified, shall be notified to Ger-
many and the period of six
months referred to in paragraph 5
of the annex to Section III of the
Treaty shall begin to run as from
the date of such notification.
