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EXCHANGE OF NOTES BETWEEN THE GOVERNMENT OF THE
UNITED KINGDOM OF GREAT BRITAIN AND NORTHERN
IRELAND AND THE GOVERNMENT OF TURKEY C(ON-
STITUTING AN AGREEMENT FOR THE ABOLITION OF
VISAS

Ankara, 9th QOctober, 1952

Her Majesty's Ambassador at Ankara to the Turkish
Minister for Foreign Affairs

, British Embassy,
M. le Ministre, Ankara, 9ih October, 1952,

I have the honour to inform your Excellency that, as a first step towards
the establishment of freedom of travel to Turkey and to British territories,
Her Majesty’s Government in the United Kingdom are prepared to conclude
with the Turkish Government an Agreement in the following terms:—

(1) Turkish citizens shall be free to travel from any place whatever to
the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern lreland, the Channel
Islands and the Isle of Man, without the necessity of obtaining a visa in
advance, provided that they are in possession of valid Turkish passports.

(2) {a) Subject to the exceptions mentioned in (b} of this sub-paragraph,
British subjects possessing valid passports bearing on the cover the inscription
“ British Passpor(™ at the top, and at the bottom the inscription “ United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland ™ or “ Jersey ™ or “ Guernsey
and its Dependencies ” and, inside, the description of the holder’s national
status as * British subject,” or “ British subject, citizen of the United Kingdom
and Colonies.” or * British subject; citizen of the United Kingdom, Islands
and Colonies ” shall be free to travel from, any place whatever to Turkey
without the necessity of obtaining a visa in advance.

{b) When, however, a British subject wishes to take up employment or to
exercise a profession or other occupation in Turkey, a visa shall be obtained
in advance from the appropriate Turkish consular officer.

{(3) (@) It is understood that the waiver of the visa requirement does not
exempt Turkish citizens and British subjects coming respectively to the
United Kingdom or the Channel Islands or-the Isle of Man, and to Turkey,
from the necessity of complying with the British and Turkish laws and
regulations concerning the entry, residence (temporary or permanent) and
employment or ogcupation of foreigners, and that travellers who are unable
to satisfy the competent authorities that they comply with these laws and
regulations are liable to be refused leaye to enter or to land.

(b) The competent authorities of each country reserve the right to refu_s!
leave to enter or stay in the couniry to persons considered undesirable.

(4) This Agreement shall not exempt Turkish citizens travelling to British
colonies, overseas territories, protectorates or territories under mandate or
trusteeship, or British subjects not in possession of passports as defined in
sub-paragraph (2) (@) above, travelling to Turkey from these territories or
from any other place, from the need of obtaining a visa.

(5) Either Government may suspend the Agreement temporarily for
reasons of public order, and the suspension shall be notified immediately to
the other Government through the diplomatic channel.
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(6) Either Government may denounce the Agreement subject to one
month’s notice.
(7) The present Agreement will enter into force on 9th November, 1952.

2. If the Turkish Government are prepared to accept the foregoing
provisions, I have the honour to suggest that the present Note and your
Excellency’s reply in similar terms should be considered as placing on record
the Agreement between the two Governments, :

hamil Britanya tebaasi, onceden vize almak mecburiyetinde olmaksizin,
herhangi bir yerden Tiirkiye’ye serbestge seyahat edebileceklerdir.

(b) Bununla beraber, Biiyiik Britanya tebaas1 bir kimse Tiirkiye'de
istihdam edilmek, bir meslek veya baska bir i§ icra etmek istedifi takdirde
seldhiyetli Tiirk Konsolosluk makamlarindan &nceden vize istihsal olunmasi
gerekir.

(3) (@) Surast mukarrerdir ki vize istihsali mecburiyetinin kaldinlmasi,
Birlesik Kralliga, Channel Adalanna veya Man Adasina gelecek Tiirk
vatandaslan ile Tiirkiye'ye gelecek Britanya tebaasim girise, ikamete (gegici
veya strekli) ve yabancilarin istihdamina veya is tutmalarina miiteallik
Britanya ve Tiirkiye kanun ve nizamlarina uymak vecibesinden muaf kilmaz.
Bu kanun ve nizamlara riayet edeceklerini yetkili makamlarn tatmin edecek
sekilde ispat edemeyen yolculara giris veya karaya ¢kis miisaadesi
verilmeyebilir.

(h) Her iki memleketin yetkili makamlan muzir saydiklan gsahiglara giris
veya ikamet miisaadesi vermemek bakkim mahfuz sutarlar.
