The United Kingdom refers back to Note Verbal No. 143,
dated 11 December 2007, in which the United Kingdom noted
the intention of the Russian Federation (stated in its Note
Verbal No. 86, dated 14 July 2007) to start its suspension of
the operation of the CFE Treaty and the Flank Document
beginning from 12 December 2007. Neither the CFE Treaty
nor the Flank Document contains any provision enabling a
State Party to carry out such suspension.

Since December 12, 2007, the Russian Federation has
failed to fulfil its obligations under the Treaty on
Conventional Armed Forces in Europe and the Flank
Document. Since that date the United Kingdom has
repeatedly called on the Russian Federation to return to full
compliance with its Treaty obligations.

The United Kingdom has continued to perform its
obligations under the CFE Treaty and the Flank Document
with respect to the Russian Federation while pursuing talks
among the CFE States Parties aimed at finding a mutually
satisfactory resolution. But, the United Kingdom has also
clearly stated that the situation in which it fully implemented
its obligations towards the Russian Federation, while the
Russian Federation did not reciprocate could not continue
indefinitely.

Accordingly, the United Kingdom decided that, for as
long as the Russian Federation continues not to perform its
obligations under the CFE Treaty and the Flank Document,
the United Kingdom would from 22 November 2011, and in
the hope that it will encourage the Russian Federation to
return to its Treaty obligations:
no longer provide information to the Russian Federation in
the annual data exchange that takes place under the terms of
the CFE Treaty on 15 December;
no longer provide any notifications to the Russian Federation
under the terms of the CFE Treaty;
no longer accept inspections requested by the Russian
Federation pursuant to the CFE Treaty.

The United Kingdom will continue to perform its
obligations vis-a-vis States Parties to the CFE Treaty and the
Flank Document other than the Russian Federation, including
with respect to numerical limitations on conventional
armaments and equipment established by the Treaty.

The United Kingdom bases this decision upon the material
breach by the Russian Federation of its obligations under the
CFE Treaty and the Flank Document in suspending them.

The United Kingdom would like to emphasise that it remains
committed to conventional arms control in Europe and
remains open to continued good faith negotiations with the
Russian Federation and other interested states in order to find
a mutually acceptable solution regarding implementation of
the CFE Treaty and the Flank Document.

The United Kingdom calls upon the Russian Federation to
engage constructively on the outstanding issues of
transparency during negotiations and of host nation consent in
order that we can move forward to a strengthened and
modernised conventional arms control regime in Europe.

The United Kingdom kindly asks the Depositary
expeditiously to convey this information to all the States
Parties to the CFE Treaty.

The United Kingdom avails itself of this opportunity to
renew to the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Kingdom of
the Netherlands the assurance of its highest consideration.
