Your Excellency,

1 have the honour to refer to discussions which took place in Moscow from 25 March
to 27 March 1987 between the aeronautical authorities of the Government of the United
Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern lreland and the Government of the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics. During these discussions, it was agreed in principle that certain
changes should be made to the Protocol supplementary to the 1957 Air Services
Agreement' between the Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and
Northern Ireland and the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist Republics which
was signed in Moscow on 20 February 19812,

In accordance with the decisions reached during those discussions, I have the honour
to propose on behalf of the Government of the United Kingdom that the Protocol be
amended as set out below.

A. Replace paragraph (1) of Article 1 by the following:

“(1) The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
designate British Airways Plc to operate the agreed services under the Agreement
between that Government and the Government of the Union of Soviet Socialist
Republics concerning Air Services, signed at London on 19 December 1957, as
amended by the Exchanges of Notes of 22 September/14 October 1960° and
11 February/14 April 1969* (hereinafter referred to as “ the Agreement "'} and under
this Protocol. The Government of the United Kingdom designate British Caledonian
Airways Ltd to operate the agreed services under this Protocol. British Caledonian
Airways Ltd will trade as British Caledonian and British Airways Plc will trade as
British Airways.”,

B. In paragraph (2) of Article | add a second sentence which reads:

* The provisions of the Agreement shall also be understood as applying to British
Caledonian in so far as they operate agreed services under this Protocol.”.

C. Replace paragraph (4) of Article 1 by the following:

*(4) The Government of the United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland
may, where necessary. designate alternative United Kingdom airlines in place of
British Caledonian and British Airways, and the Ministry of Civil Aviation of the
USSR may, where necessary, designate another Soviet airline in place of Aeroflot for
the operation of such agreed services. The provisions of the Agreement and this
Protocol, in so far as they apply to British Caledonian, British Airways and Aerofiot,
shall also apply to any other airline so designated.”.

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D. Replace Article 2 by the following:

* Article 2

(1) In addition to the agreed services provided for in Article 1 of the Agreement, and
subject to the provisions of this Protocol, each Contracting Party grants to the other
Contracting Party the right to operate air services on the route London—-Moscow-Tokyo
and/or Osaka in both directions.

(2) British Airways and Aeroflot shall have traffic rights on all sectors of the route.

(3) British Caledonian shall have traffic rights on the sector London-Tokyo and/or
Osaka.

(4) The capacity to be provided on the route London-Moscow-Tokyo and/or Osaka
shall be determined from time to time by the aeronautical authorities of both
Contracting Parties.”.

If the foregoing proposal is acceptable to the Government of the Union of Soviet
Socialist Republics I have the honour to suggest that this letter and Your Excellency's reply
to that effect shall constitute an Agreement between our two Governments in this matter
which shall enter into force today.
