I have the honour to refer to the discussions which have taken place between
representatives of the Governments of the Federal Repubhc of Gemmany, the Kingdoin
of Belgium, Canada, the Trench Repubhic, the Kingdom of (he Netherlands, the United
Kingdom of Great Brotain and Northern lrelund and the Linired Siales of Amerca
comeerting the amendment of the Agreement by Exchange of MNotes of 25 Seplember
19901 congeming the Aprecrnent of 19 Jume 19517 between the Partics to the North
Adlantic Trezltg- regurding the Status of their Forces, the Supplementary Agreement of
3 August 1959, and the Agreements relaled thereto, and to propose to your Governments,
on behalll of the Government of the Federal Republic of Germany, the following

Ths Agreement by Ex:change of Motes of 25 September 1990 concerning the Agresment
of 19 June 195] brtween the Parties to the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status
of thelr Torees, the Supplementary Agreement of 3 Avgust 1939, and the Agrecments
reluted (herete, shall be amended with effect from 1 January 1995 as follows:

1. Paragraph 1 shall rcad as [oflows

“Tollowing the establishroont of German unity and the sonclusion of the
Treaty oo the Tinal Settlement with respect to Germany, signed on 12 Septembor
1990%, the above-mentioned Apreemments remain in [oree s amended, subjeet
to paragraph 4 below™

Paragraphs 2 and 3 shall be deleted,
Paragraplh 4{a), sentence |, shall read as Tollows:

“Taking account of the fact that the existing territorial application of these
Apreements remains wnaffected by the establishment of German unity, the
[orces of the sending States, their civilian components, their members and
dependents shall enjoy the same status in the Lacnder Berling, RBrandenburg,
Mecklenburg-Vorpomumerm, Saxony, Saxony-Anhalt and Thuringia as that
accorded to them in the Laender Baden-Wucerttemberp, Bavaria, Tremen,
Hamburg, Hesse, Lower Saxony, Worth-Rhing/Westphalia, Rhineland-Palatinate,
Baarland and Schleswig-TTolstein. Their official activities in the first-named
Laender are subject to approval by the Federal Gowernment. The Federal
Governmernt, shall decide raking oo account the provisions of Article 503)
of the Treaty on the Final Screlement with respest 1o Germany of 12 September
1990, in accovdance with the Agreed Minute of (he same date to thay Trear.”

Paragraph 4b) and (c} shall be deleted.
Parsgraph He) shall read as follows:

FThe provisions of this parugraph may be reviewed at the request of one of
the Parties. ™

IT" the Governtments of 1be Kingdom of Belgiem, Canada, the French Republic, the
Kingdum of the Metherlands, the United Kingdom ot (Great Britain and Northem
Ireland and the United States of America agree to this proposal, this Note and Your
Excellencies’ Motes in reply theretn expressing your Goverpments’ apgeeement shall
constitute an Agreement hetween our Governments, which shall enter into force as soon
ag all seven Governmpents have norified each other m writing of the completion of the
necessary constitutional requiremments for entry mto foree, The date of entry inle fores?
shall be the date of the last written notification,

In granting the approval necessary in accordance with paragraph 3 of the exchange
of Notes of 12 September 19%4 to the Agreement of 19 June 1951 hetween the Parties
t0 the North Atlantic Treaty regarding the Stalus of their Torces, the Supplementary
Agrezment of 3 August 1959,7 and the Agreements related theretn, German authorities
shall apply as generous critera as possible,

In granting the approval for official activities o (tbhe Lacnder Tetlin, Brandenburg,
Mecklenburg-Vorpommern, Saxony, Saxony-Anhall and Thuringia, German authorities
shall, as far as possible, apply mutazls putandis the sume technical procedutes as those
applicable in the Laender Baden-Wuerttemberyg, Bavada, Bremen, Hamburs, TTosse,
Lower  Saxony,  North-EhinefWestphalia, Rhinelund-Palatinate,  Saurland  and
Schleswie-Holstein. In cases in which no suitable procedures exist, German authonties
shall apply simple technical procedures or, as far as possible, issue 8 gencral approval,

Official visits to the Embassies and consular missions of the sending States in the
Laznder Berlin, Brandenburg, Mecklenburp-Vorpormmern, Saxony, Saxony-Anhalt and |
Thuringia are on the basis of reciprocity nid subject 1o approval. Approval for official
visits to German authorities m Berlin shall be deemed to have heen given when an
appointment is agreed.
