Who, having compared their full powers, found in good and
due form, have agreed upon the following provisions with regard-
to the regions infected with plague, as well as in respect of
arrivals from those regions:

1. The measures indicated and detailed in the" General Sanitary
Regulation for preventing the Introduction and -Propagation of
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Plague," annexed to the present Convention , which have the same
force as though they were embodied in it, are adopted. .

2. The competent authorities of Morocco shall be recom-
mended to carry out, in the ports of that country , measures in
harmony with those provided in the above-mentioned Regu-
lation.

3. Countries who have not taken part in the Conference, or
who have not signed the Convention , may accede to it at their
request.

Such accession shall be notified, through the diplomatic
channel , to the Royal Government of Italy , and by the latter to
the Signatory States.

4. The present Convention shall remain in force for five years,
reckoning from the deposit of ratifications . It shall be renewed
quinquennially on the same conditions , without formal extension,
unless one of the High Contracting Parties shall , within sic
months before the expiration of the above-mentioned quin-
quennial period, have signified its intention of no longer being
bound by it.

In case one Power shall denounce the Convention, such
denunciation shall only affect the Power in question.

5. The High Contracting Parties reserve the right of sug-
gesting, by the diplomatic channel, any modifications which they
think it necessary to introduce into the Convention or into its
Annex.

The present Convention shall be ratified; the ratifications
shall be deposited at Rome, as soon as possible, and, at latest,
within a year from the date of signature.

In virtue of which the respective Plenipotentiaries have signed
it, and have attached their seals to it.

Convention of the 19th March, 1897, having recognized the
necessity of modifying Article 35 of the Special Regulations:
Measures to be taken on board pilgrim ships" inserted in

Chapter 1 of the General Regulation annexed to the said Conven-
tion, in order to bring it into harmony with Article 11 of the
same Regulation, the Undersigned, duly authorized by their
respective Governments, declare as follows:-

Article 35 of the Special Regulation before mentioned is thus
modified :-

Every captain proved to have, or to have had, pilgrims on
hoard without the presence of one, and, eventually of a second
commissioned medical officer, in conformity with the provisions of
Article 11, is liable to a fine of £ T. 300.

This Declaration shall he submitted for the approval of the
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Legislature in the country where such approval is requisite ; it
shall come into force as soon as its ratifications have been deposited

at Home, in the manner provided for the ratifications of the Con-
vention to which it relates.
